Route Description

Exit door closest to K playground,

and walk to the outside left of rooms -

29, 31, and 33, past the primary
playground to the grass area,

Walk through wing doors near
kindergarten, and out toward parking
lot. Turn left and walk past Wing 1

and on the outside right of rooms 30,
32, and 34 to the grass area

Walk towards wing restrooms and
continue on the outside right of
rooms 30, 32, and 34, past the
primary playground to the grass area.

Walk befween the portables, past the
primary playground to the grass area.

Walk towards wing restrooms and
continue on the ouiside right of
rooms 27 — 28, past the intermediate
playground to the grass area.

Walk between the portables past the
primary playground to the grass area.

Walk towards the muiti-use room
through the wing hallway. Continue
past intermediate playground to
grass area.

EMERGENCY RESPONSE TEAMS

The Emergency Response Teams provide the coordination and support. They
fulfill these roles until the event is secured or until relieved by higher authorities
or outside agencies. Duty checklists identify the activities to be fulfiled during the
emergency.

Emergency Operations Center Team: Led by the principal or designee and
assumes overall responsibility for the direction and control of the response to the
event. Principal collaborates with outside agencies to establish priorities and
objectives for response.

First Aid/Search and Rescue Team: {(PE SPECIALIST) This team is led by
staff. Coordinates search and rescue activities and establishes the First Aid
treatment area. They are also responsible for categorizing the injured and

providing direct care. All activities are reported back to the Emergency
Operations Center.

Security/Site Safety Team: (CUSTODIAN) This team is led by the Day
Custodian who coordinates volunteers. Activities include utility shut off, fire-
fighting, securing the campus, putting up signs to direct parents to the student
release area. The team is also responsible for completing a damage assessment
of the school facilities. All activities are reported fo the Emergency Operations
Center.

Student Release Team: (RESOURCE SPECIALIST) This team is led by a
teacher and staffed with both classified staff and volunteers. Team members are
responsible for the supervision of the release of students as designated on the
Disaster Release Forms. They maintain a log and report updates to the
Operation Center.

Communication/Documentation Team: (OFFICE MANAGER) This team is led
by the school Office Manager. They coordinate communication, operate
telephones/radios, act as messengers, maintain the log for the Emergency
Operations Center, collect and collate all forms and logs. !

Supplies and Support Team: (RS AIDE) This team is led by staff and may also
be assisted with volunteers. The initial activity of this team is the distribution of
supplies. They also maintain the food and water supplies as well as provide for
the sanitation needs of the school population. All activities are reported to the
Operations Center.
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NOTIFICATION OF CRISIS EVENTS

EARTHQUAKE (One continuous bell for 60 seconds)
Drop (outside), move to safe evacuation area as directed
Drop (inside) .
Evacuate upon hearing several short bells (with backpack, clipboard,
red/green cards, emergency supplies)

FIRE (Flashing lights and siren)

Evacuate (with backpack, clipboard, red/green cards, emergency
supplies)

HOSTILE INTRUDER (All call via phone stating, “This is a lockdown.”)
Lockdown

BOMB THREAT

Evacuate to stated safe area, (DO NOT USE CELL PHONES,
INTERCOMS, OR 2-WAY RADIOS) (with backpack, clipboard, red/green
cards, emergency supplies)

FLOOD
Evacuate as needed or directed

SEVERE WEATHER
Shelter in place as directed

MAJOR SYSTEMS FAILURE
Shelter in place as directed

BOMB EXPLOSION
Drop

Evacuate  (with backpack, clipboard, red/green cards, emergency
supplies)

CRIME IN PROGRESS
Lockdown

HAZARDOUS MATERIALS
Shelter in Place (if spill is outside)
Evacuate (if spill is in the classroom)

NOTE: Most “All Clear” notices are in the form of two bells, or a whistle blown by
Incident Commander and/or designee
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
